Answer:   The purchase of a raffle ticket has been viewed by 
the IRS as the purchase of an item for value rather than as a 
charitable contribution.  Rev. Rul. 67-246, 1967-2 C.B.104, 
specifically provides that amounts paid for chances to partici-
pate in raffles, lotteries, or similar drawings or to participate in 
puzzle or other contests for valuable prizes are not charitable 
contributions .  In Rev. Rul. 83-130, 1983-2 C.B.148, the IRS 

explained that taxpayers who purchased raffle tickets from a 
charity ñreceived a chance to win a valuable prize and, there-
fore, received full consideration for their payments.ò
